
Now constituting the core of Hiki region with 
90,000 population, Higashimatsuyama is a 
rural center located on a river plain in the 
central part of Saitama Prefecture. It is so 
called the commuter "bed town" since it 
takes about 50 minutes to Ikebukuro, the 
center of Tokyo from two stations of Tobu-
Tojo Line, Higashimatsuyama and Takasaka. 
As for  road transportation, Tokyo is but a 
30-minute drive. The opening in 1975 of 
Kan-etsu Expressway's Higashimatsuyama 
Interchange has since encouraged some 
degree of industrialization in and around the 
city. Route 407 and Route 254 serve as the 
convenient arterial roads.
